President Nathan Hanson called the meeting to order at 8:55 am. 

Officers and Committee Reports

President

The tentative schedule for next year was presented. It was announced that the STOC is scheduled for  Sheboygan. The workshop and site for the fall meeting was going to be left up to the president elect.

Past President

Hall of Fame was awarded to Jerri Kimmel of Beaver Dam.

President Elect

Last fall’s workshop ran very well at Greendale High School and made a financial profit.

Treasurer

Eric Van Ert reported that the WDCA is very solvent with a fund balance of $9,813.87. He reported that we have 52 dues paying schools. 

The treasurer requested that WDCA members make payments in three separate checks:

1 for the dues

1 for the workshop

1 for STOC

He also requested direction from the membership about how to proceed when a school does not pay their outstanding fees and STOC costs because there are no written rules. Discussion determined that first a letter is sent to the coach and second, a letter is sent to the principal.

Finally, the treasurer asked that members wait until WDCA is granted non-profit status before we look for an income generating investment.

Secretary

Minutes to the fall meeting were approved. 

STOC Committee

Adam Jacobi reported that STOC increased in the number of participating schools with all 52 members represented. He said that the schedule shift with an extra Friday round was well received and he stated that on-line registration and judging preferences worked well. Problems ensued with sweepstakes because of  V-4. Another problem occurred when an LD decision was reversed by the judge and a pairing problem.

Judging and Ethics

Roland Faas’ successors were announced: Jason Chapman and Jen Holtebeck. It was a quiet year largely due to the tournament on-site issues committees that were set up. 

Handbook 

Nathan Hanson submitted the committee report calling for some wording changes in the Constitution passed at the special meeting because it was never the intent of the committee to develop a new Constitution that blocked cooperation with WHSFA. The new wording was challenged by Mary Knutson. The matter was deferred until old business.

New Coaches

Dan Hanson said that mentors will be sought. A call for a copy of the New Coaches and Judges Handbook was made.

History

Jim Sauer reported that a new project will be announced at the fall conference.

Media and Communications

Peg Erbes highlighted the pens passed out at WDCA as one example of the committee’s marketing. Mailings to principals and debate alumnae were discussed. She also called for a data base on the web site for judge’s paradigms and for judges teams can hire.

Middle School

Cheryl Bechtel indicated that a new school participated in STOC and requested that a middle school division be offered at tournaments.

Old Business

The first item for consideration was the revised language in the proposed Constitution presented by the Handbook Committee.  Nathan Hanson withdrew the revised language. A motion was made to restore the revised language. Discussion ensued about the role of Roberts Rules, the status of the existing Constitution, the intent of the revised Constitution when it was passed at the special meeting, and the existence of a motion to cooperate with WHSFA for a joint statement tournament at last spring’s meeting. The motion passed by the needed 2/3 vote, 16 – 1.

Eric VanErt moved and Cheryl Bechtel seconded that members vote on the proposed Constitution.

Discussion ensued about the Handbook Committee’s changes, all the typos, divisions locked into the Constitution, how all changes under the new Constitution would require votes at two consecutive meetings. The question was called and the new Constitution passed 16 – 3.

New Business

Election of officers took place. Kristy Plamann ran unopposed for the office of secretary.

Adam Jacobi ran unopposed for the office of president-elect.

A motion to sanction MPS tournaments, since they will be open to all schools was approved.

The President-elect was asked to explore a workshop at Greendale or at West Bend. He will also convene a meeting to discuss technology and programs for tabulating, flowing, scheduling, etc. 

Tom Noonan announced that the Marquette workshop will be 7/23 – 8/6. MUDI $150 scholarship winners were announced.

Ken Sajdak proposed and each was seconded for the follow Constitutional amendments:

A) Add Public Forum after the VSS in Article VI, section 1, paragraph 3

B) Delete: Division sanctions by WDCA will be outlined in Standing Rules

C) Eliminate section 15: sweepstakes.

Bob Leet proposed an amendment and it was seconded that under Officers, section 5, Treasurer…eliminate determine style and quantity of …. for procurement
